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	CARE ORDER
· Local Authority share parental responsibility.

· Local Authority say where a child will live and who they can see.

· Care Orders remain until a child reaches 18 unless an application is made to the Court before then.

· Local Authority has a duty to keep the child safe.

· Local Authority have the power to move the child.
	SUPERVISION ORDER

· Only the parents have parental responsibility.

· Supervision Orders last for one year.  Local Authority have to come back to Court if they wish to extend the Order.

· Parents have a duty to keep the child safe.

· Local Authority must return to Court if they wish to remove the child.

· Local Authority have a duty to advise, assist and befriend the child.



	A Care Order gives the Local Authority much greater power to make decisions in relation to a child.

A Supervision Order leaves the parent in control, but requires the Local Authority to assist the family to ensure the child has all its needs met.
